June 25, 2000: 

President Hilt Zepp converted the previous digital version to WORD 97 - and made no changes except to fix a few typos.  Although now considerably out of date and much in need of updating - actually a complete rewrite, this document has served the league well for many years - and continues to do so.  The MCSSA owes considerable thanks to our constitution's authors - Peter Kasteen, past president, for the original issue March 1, 1987; and Roger Jones, past referee assignor and ardent league supporter for the significant May 18, 1993 revision.

Season league materials such as Invitation Announcements and registration forms, Referee Fact Sheet, Supplemental Rules, and Kickoff Meeting materials now supercede this document.  In most other matters for which more current material have not been provided, this constitution and bylaws still apply - e.g. election of officers each even year.

MORRIS COUNTY SENIOR SOCCER ASSOCIATION (MCSSA) CONSTITUTION

Written:  March 1,1987   Revised:  May 18,1993
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1.0  NAME 

This league shall be known as the Morris County Senior Soccer Association

(MCSSA).

2.0  OBJECTIVE

The objective of the MCSSA is to develop, promote and govern the game of

soccer for adults 18 years and older in and around Morris County, New Jersey.

3.0  MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the MCSSA is attained through association with an affiliated club. 

3.1  Club Affiliation

Any Club may become affiliated by a majority vote of the Board of Directors of the MCSSA.  This would normally be done by team application prior to the start of the summer playing season.  There shall be two (2) classes of members in the MCSSA:  Active and Associate.

3.1.1  Active Membership 

Affiliated Clubs are required to elect a Team Representative for each team

registered in the MCSSA.  This Representative shall be known as the "active" or voting member of that team.  Active membership shall consist of all Team Representatives and members of the Board of Directors.  Only active members shall have a right to vote and to hold elective office in the Association.

3.1.2  Associate Membership

All other team members shall be considered "associate" or non-voting members of the MCSSA.  Associate members may neither vote nor hold elective office but must be duly registered as members of their respective teams as either a player, coach, trainer or manager.

3.2  Dissolving Affiliation
Members may dissolve affiliation with the MCSSA voluntarily or involuntarily.

3.2.1  Voluntary

An affiliated Club no longer interested in continuing activity with the MCSSA may resign from the MCSSA contingent upon fulfillment of all financial obligations with the MCSSA.

3.4.2  Involuntary 

For participation in activities contrary to the Constitution and By-Laws of the MCSSA, an affiliated Club may be subject to termination as a member by a majority vote of the Board of Directors of the MCSSA.  Involuntarily terminated members forfeit the rights to any fees paid by that member to the MCSSA.

4.0  CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

Business shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules.  Voting at all meetings shall be by show of hands unless a majority of the members present vote for a roll call or a secret ballot.  Voting by proxy is not permitted.

4.1  Parliamentary Authority  The President shall appoint a parliamentarian for the MCSSA who shall be the final arbitrator on all parliamentary procedures.

4.2  General Meetings  Active members shall be entitled to cast one vote on any matter that may come before the General Membership.

4.3  Board Meetings  Each member of the Board of Directors shall be entitled to one vote on any matter that may come before the Board of Directors.

4.4  Annual General Meeting  Each year at the conclusion of the Summer Season a general meeting of all active members shall be called to review significant issues that developed over the summer and to elect Officers.  Voting at election of new officers of the MCSSA shall be by secret ballot unless that office is uncontested.

4.5  Fiscal Year  The fiscal year of the MCSSA shall begin on the first (1st) of January and shall end on the thirty-first (31st) of December.

5.0  BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors shall consist of the Officers and the Commissioners of the MCSSA.

5.1  Purpose  The Board of Directors shall develop policies, rules and regulations of the MCSSA, and shall conduct and supervise the affairs of the MCSSA.

5.2  Attendance  A member of the Board who fails to attend two (2) consecutive meetings of the Board shall thereby forfeit the office as Member of the Board unless excused by majority vote of the Board.  A replacement shall be appointed by the President for the unexpired term.

5.3  Calling Meetings  The Board shall meet at the call of the President or at the request of three (3) members of the Board.

5.4  Quorum  A simple majority of the Board of Directors, including at least two (2) officers, shall constitute a quorum at the Board of Directors meeting for the transaction of business.

6.0  OFFICERS
The Officers of the MCSSA shall be as follows:  President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary.  The officers shall be elected for two (2) year terms and may succeed themselves.  Election of officers shall be at the end of the Summer schedule but not later than March 1st of each election year.  Election falls on the even-numbered years.  The new officers shall assume office at the start of the  fiscal year or if election occurs in the next fiscal year, immediately upon their election.  No person may hold two or more offices simultaneously.

6.1  President The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors and at the General Meetings of the MCSSA.  The President is empowered to call Board of Directors and General meetings for good cause.  The President shall appoint the commissioners as outlined in Article 7.  The President shall also appoint chairpersons of all committees and shall become ex-officio member thereof.  The President shall be appointed Chairman of the Appeals Committee.

6.2  Vice President  The Vice President shall perform all duties of the President in his/her absence or  in his/her inability to perform all the duties of the Office of the President.  The Vice President shall be the League Registrar and, once the season has commenced, shall maintain a record of all disciplinary action. 

6.3  Treasurer  The Treasurer shall collect all revenues and make all disbursements of money consistent with the Annual Budget of the MCSSA.  The Treasurer shall also render a report of all receipts and disbursements at each Board meeting.  The Treasurer shall make a full report of the finances of the MCSSA at all General meetings and present the annual budget for approval.

6.4  Secretary  The Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of the MCSSA.  The Secretary shall keep records of any important changes or events occurring within the MCSSA and shall keep an up-to-date copy of the Constitution and By-Laws.  The Secretary shall undertake all correspondence and notification of all regular and special meetings of the MCSSA.  The Secretary shall receive all insurance claims and deal with the insurance agent in processing all claims.

7.0  COMMISSIONERS  

The President shall appoint before April 1st of each year Division Commissioners and such other Commissioners as necessary for the conduct of the affairs of the MCSSA.  All such appointments will be for a twelve (12) month period and shall be approved by a majority vote of the officers of the MCSSA.

7.1 Division Commissioners  A Division Commissioner shall be appointed to represent each Division for which the MCSSA has a program:  Open A, Open B, Women's, Masters (30+) and Seniors (40+).  Each Division Commissioner shall create a schedule of games for the entire summer season including the Championship series and forward copy of the same to fellow Division Commissioners for coordination by the 1st of May.  The Division Commissioners will then meet to reconcile all discrepancies and create a master schedule for publication.  The final draft of the master schedule shall be presented to each Active Member in the MCSSA at a General Meeting prior to the Memorial Day Weekend.

During the season, the Division Commissioner shall interact with the managers, coaches, team captains and players, and monitor the program to assure compliance with all rules, regulations and guidelines of the MCSSA.  If for any reason a game must be postponed, the Referee Commissioner shall be informed of date, time and location of any rescheduled game at least two days in advance of such game.  The Division Commissioner shall also recommend replacement of managers/coaches for not complying with the preceding.

7.2  Referee Commissioner  The Referee Commissioner shall select all referees and provide the Treasurer before the Memorial Day Weekend the names, addresses and phone numbers of selected referees.  The Referee Commissioner shall assign the referees for all MCSSA games and supervise the activities of all referees to assure their compliance with all rules, regulations and guidelines expected of a USSF referee as required by the Board of Directors and affiliated associations.  The Referee Commissioner shall also terminate and replace referees not in compliance with the preceding.

8.0  COMMITTEES
Each year, the President shall appoint the chairpersons of the Audit, Public  Relations, Appeals and Disciplinary Committees and such other committees as necessary for the conduct of MCSSA programs.  Each committee shall consist of  not less than three (3) active members of the MCSSA.  The chairperson of each committee will have the privilege of selecting committee members.  All such  appointments will be for a twelve (12) month period.

8.1  Audit  The Audit committee shall make a thorough examination of all MCSSA transactions and financial accounts at the close of the fiscal year and report to the membership at the Annual Reorganizational Meeting.

8.2  Public Relations

The Public Relations committee shall be responsible for a weekly MCSSA newsletter during the season, and shall take part in such other activities as to enhance the public image of the MCSSA.

8.3  Disciplinary The Disciplinary Committee, chaired by the respective division Disciplinary Chairman and consisting of the Referee Commissioner and the Division Commissioner, shall administer to any protest or incident of misconduct referred to it through the MCSSA Game Report and any attachments thereof, and Commissioner reports.  The Disciplinary committee shall determine the severity of discipline and fines for player(s) or team(s) referred.  The Disciplinary Committee shall also recommend to the Board of Directors the termination of a member or associate for participating in an activity contrary to the objectives of the MCSSA.

8.4  Appeals  The Appeals Committee, chaired by the President and consisting of the Officers, Referee Commissioner, and the Division Commissioner, shall administer to appeals as referred to it in writing by a member team.  This committee shall determine if the decision of the Disciplinary Committee was proper.  A $50.00 bond is required before the Appeals Committee can be activated.  If the Appeals Committee overrules the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the bond is returned; otherwise it is placed in the general fund.

9.0  ELECTIONS

Election of officers shall be at the Annual meeting at the end of the Summer  season but not prior to the end of the fiscal year.

9.1  Eligibility  Only active members of the MCSSA shall be eligible to be candidates for an elective or appointed office of the MCSSA.  A candidate for President must have been an active member of the MCSSA for at least two (2) years.

9.2  Nomination  A member nominated from the floor must accept the nomination either in writing or in person.  An acceptance letter in writing is valid when delivered to the Secretary of the MCSSA.

9.3  Order of Election  Election of officers shall done in the following order: President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary.

9.4  Voting  Voting shall be by secret ballot except when there is "no contest" for that office.  Balloting shall continue until all offices are filled.

9.5  Run-off Election  In the event there is more than one candidate for the same office, the candidate receiving the majority of votes shall be the winner.  If no candidate receives a majority, a run-off election shall be held including only those candidates receiving the first and second highest votes in the immediately preceding ballot.

9.6  Vacancies In the event of a vacancy in an office of the MCSSA, the President shall appoint within sixty (60) days and with the approval of the Board of Directors an active  member to fill the unexpired term of the vacancy.  If the vacancy occurs in the Office of the President, The Vice President will automatically become President.

9.7  Recall  An officer of the MCSSA may be recalled and denied further exercise of his/her office for failure, refusal or inability to comply with the requirements of the office and of the Constitution.  Such a member shall be given a hearing by the Board of Directors.  The proposed recall must be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the membership present at a General meeting called to consider the recall.

10.0  NON-PROFIT STATUS

No asset shall be for the personal benefit or use of any individual.

10.1  Liquidation  Upon liquidation of the MCSSA, any asset shall be donated to an organization exempt under Section 501-C-3 of the IRS code or its equivalent at that time.

11.0  AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this Constitution require a majority vote of members present at a General meeting.

MORRIS COUNTY SENIOR SOCCER ASSOCIATION BY-LAWS

Written:  March 1, 1987  Revised:  May 18, 1993

1.0 MEETINGS

The following meetings are required:

1.1  Reorganizational  A meeting of the Board shall be held prior to March 1st in order to:

· Appoint Officers (if necessary)

· Appoint Commissioners

· Approve budget for the coming year

· Set the Official League Calendar for the coming year

· Assemble information packet for initial mailing

1.2  Master Schedule  A Commissioner's meeting shall be held after May 1st but prior to the Annual Preseason meeting in order to:

· Reconcile all discrepancies in individual Division schedules

· Create Master Schedule for publication at the Preseason meeting

1.3  Annual Preseason  A General meeting of the Membership shall be held prior to the Memorial Day Weekend in order to:

· Distribute and discuss the League Constitution and By-Laws

· Distribute and discuss the Schedule of Games

1.4  Annual General  An Annual General meeting of the Membership shall be held at the end of the League playing season in order to:

· Elect new officers if necessary; terms expire at the end of the fiscal year in even-numbered years (1992, 1994, 1996, etc.)

· Discuss significant issues that developed over the summer season

· Appoint chairperson of the Audit Committee

1.5  Other  Board, General or Emergency meetings shall be called by the President for good cause providing at least 48 hours notice to respective members.

2.0  TEAM RESPONSIBILITY  

Member Teams shall be responsible for the following:

2.1  Initial Application  Member teams shall submit by April 16th full payment of fees and assessments owed the MCSSA to date and a completed MCSSA Team Application Form.

2.2  Player/Team Registration  Each member team shall submit by the last Friday prior to the start of the respective season the following:

· Completed MCSSA Player Pass with recent picture for each team member.

· Signed request to participate in MCSSA activity and Hold Harmless Clause.

· MCSSA Team Roster listing full name, address, phone, date of birth, and shirt number.

3.0  RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations apply to all members, active and associate, while participating in MCSSA activities:

3.1  Length of Season  Competition shall take place during summer months beginning the first Tuesday after Memorial Day and continuing for seven regular season weeks plus one rainout make-up week plus two league championship weeks.  Each team shall play at least ten (10) regular season games.

3.2  Game Time Games shall start promptly at 6:15 unless arranged otherwise and shall consist of two 45 minute periods with a five minute rest period.  A thirty minute grace time limit without penalty shall apply.  Both teams must have a minimum of seven (7)players fully inspected and ready for play in order for an official game to exist. Game may start after the 30 minute grace period only if both teams and the referee consent.

If the game cannot be started by 6:45pm (or 30 minutes after the official game time), a forfeit shall be declared and the referee shall collect $25.00 from each team.  If the forfeiting team refuses to pay, the winning team shall pay the entire $50.00 and be reimbursed the entire referee fee from the forfeiting team's bond.

In August, when the days become shorter, the referee has the power to shorten

the halves to no less than 30 minutes based on whether or not the game can be

completed safely before darkness.  The referee must inform both teams ahead of time.  The MCSSA will attempt to play all championship games under lights to avoid this problem.

3.3  Player Passes  Only properly registered players, with validated player passes are eligible to compete.  NO PASS, ABSOLUTELY NO PLAY!!!  Team registration is due May 1st of each year.  Prior to the start of play the player is required to present his/her player pass to the referee.  In an emergency, this may be extended to the start of the second half.  If at the beginning of the second half, any player has not presented his/her pass, the offending team shall forfeit the game.

3.4  Referee Fee  To remain competitive with other leagues, the referee fee has been set at $50.00 to be equally shared between the home and away teams.

3.5  Age of Eligibility  Competition shall be grouped by ages as follows:

3.5.1  Open Division  Teams may consist of any properly registered player 18 years of age or older in accordance with the following schedule:

Playing season Year of Eligibility 

  1993  Born 1975 or before

  1994  Born 1976 or before

  1995  Born 1977 or before

League competition shall be organized for at least one Open Men's Division and one Open Women's Division. 

3.5.2  Masters (30+) DivisionTeams may consist of any properly registered player 30 years of age or older in accordance with the following schedule:

Playing season Year of Eligibility 

  1993  Born 1963 or before

  1994  Born 1964 or before

  1995  Born 1965 or before

League competition shall be organized for at least one Masters Division.

3.5.3  Seniors (40+) Division Teams may consist of any properly registered player 40 years of age or older* in accordance with the following schedule:

Playing season Year of Eligibility 

  1993  Born 1953 or before

  1994  Born 1954 or before

  1995  Born 1955 or before

If possible, league competition shall be organized for one Seniors Division.

3.6  Team Rosters  Team rosters shall be limited to 24 players.  Any additions to rosters are permitted up to and including the Friday of the fifth week of competition (see Official League Calendar as adopted by the Board of Directors).  Once a player has signed with a team, that player may not sign with another team in the same division in formal competition unless the original team has dissolved and that player is not under any disciplinary action by the league, or if the player requests in writing a transfer to another team.  Any such move would have to be completed and approved by the deadline for roster moves (fifth week).

3.7  Rules of Play

FIFA Rules apply except for free substitution at the discretion of the referee at the following times:

· Team's own throw-in

· Either team's goal kick

· When a goal is scored

· Half-time

· Significant stoppage in time for injury (any player may be substituted)

3.7.1  Automatic Suspension  Any Red Card Violation will constitute an automatic minimum one game suspension and referral to the disciplinary committee.  Player pass will be submitted with referee's report.  Two yellow cards issued in consecutive games also require an automatic one game suspension as does a total of four yellow cards during the season.

3.7.2  Team Penalty Points  An individual receiving a yellow card will cost his/her team one penalty point; a red card costs three penalty points.  Any team accumulating a significant number of penalty points during a single season will be fined in accordance with the following schedule:

Penalty Points Fine

  15 $25.00

  20 $50.00

  25 $100.00 and first letter of warning

  30 $150.00 and second letter of warning

  35 $200.00 and final letter of warning

Any team accumulating more than 40 points shall be considered a candidate for  involuntary termination.

3.7.3  Shin Guards In accordance with FIFA shinguard protection is mandatory.

3.7.4  Number of Players In order for a game to commence, a team must be able to field at least 7 players. 

If a team has only seven players at the start of a game and a player is forced to leave the field, the game will end as a forfeit with the current score remaining intact (unless the forfeiting team is winning; in that case the score shall be 0-0).  

Note:  Since teams are also required to provide a club linesman, the referee has the right to request that a player serve that function.  In this case, it would be possible for a team with seven eligible players to forfeit because that team couldn't supply a linesman.  In the interest of good sportsmanship and fair play, the League would expect the opposing team to be willing to supply a linesman if possible.

3.8  Disciplinary Action  Referees are required to provide the Division Commissioner within 24 hours of the game in question a detailed report describing the behavior leading up to the issue of a caution or ejection.  It is recognized that not all red cards represent the same  level of offense; some are violent and some are not.  It is also recognized that the referee is only one side of the equation; that mistakes can happen.  Therefore, the  Disciplinary Committee has been given a certain level of flexibility in handing out suspensions.  The following guidelines shall be observed by the Disciplinary Committee when issuing suspensions for Red and Yellow Card offenses:

3.8.1  Minimum One Game  A minimum one game suspension shall apply when an individual has been issued two yellow cards in a game or four yellow cards in a season, issued a red card for physical or verbal threat, or issued a red card for verbal abuse of the referee which is controlled by the issue of the red card.

3.8.2  Minimum Two Games  A minimum two game suspension plus a $0-10 fine shall apply when an individual continues abuse of the referee after the red card has been issued, for spitting on an opponent, for a dangerous foul with intent to injure, for any attempt at striking another player, or for the second issue of a one game suspension.

3.8.3  Minimum Three Games  A minimum three game suspension plus a $0-25 fine shall apply for striking an opponent or failure to leave the field upon the request of the referee.

3.8.4  Minimum Five Games  A minimum five game suspension plus a $25-50 fine shall apply for a single premeditated punch.

3.8.5  Minimum One Year  A one to three year suspension plus a $100-200 fine shall apply for fighting as is decided upon by the Disciplinary Committee.

3.8.6  Permanent  A permanent suspension shall apply for striking a referee.

3.8.7  Double Penalty For a second offense (i.e. when an individual is suspended a second time for the same offense), the penalty may be doubled.

3.9  No-show Referee If the assigned referee fails to appear, team captains are asked to provide a mutually agreed upon replacement.  Home team shall provide the replacement referee with a MCSSA Game Report form.  If no agreement can be reached, each team must be responsible to referee one half.  Both teams must report game result to Games Commissioner within 24 hours.

3.10  Alcoholic Beverages  No alcoholic beverages shall be permitted at any time.

3.11  Conduct  Team Captains are responsible for the conduct of players and spectators.

3.11.1  Referee Abuse  Abuse of referees will not be tolerated and referees are instructed to caution team members for unsporting conduct.  Any fines that result from penalty points that arise out of referee abuse cannot be appealed.

3.11.2  Referee Evaluation  All teams are required to fill out a Referee Evaluation Form after the game.  These forms are to be mailed within 24 hours to the address shown.  Rather than abuse a referee for a questionable call on the field, please provide an accurate description of the referee's performance on the evaluation form.  

3.12  Home Team Responsibility  Home team is responsible for providing game ball, goal nets and corner flags, as well as having the grass cut and field properly lined.  Referee fee of $25.00, a completed MCSSA Game Report with Team Roster and Player Pass for each player are to be provided to the referee prior to the start of the game.  Failure to produce a properly lined field with goal nets and corner flags will force a $10.00 fine to the home team.  In addition, if a referee feels that playing the game could cause a hazzard, the ultimate penalty would be forfeiture.

3.13  Visiting Team Responsibility  Referee fee of $25.00, a completed MCSSA Game Report with Team Roster and Player Pass for each player are to be presented to the referee prior to the start of the game.

3.14  Uniforms Uniforms must consist of at least a uniform, identifiable jersey with unique numbers (make-shift jerseys are not acceptable).  Team Captains shall wear an arm band on the upper left sleeve of their uniforms.  If it is the judgement of the referee that both teams' uniforms are too similar in color, the home team must change to an acceptable alternative.

3.15  Field Condition After Game  Both teams are responsible for the collection of garbage on/near field and the proper disposal of the same.  Common sense dictates that when a team uses a town's facility, it is done so with permission.  A town can just as easily rescind its agreement if it is perceived that a group is in violation.  For similar reasons, when a field is wet, the referee should factor in potential damage to the field when deciding whether a field is playable.  The League can survive a postponed game; it can't survive without good fields on which to play.

3.16  Team Representative  Team Representative is responsible for the distribution of game schedule and field directions to his/her players.  Team Representative is also responsible for making his/her team aware of MCSSA rules and regulations.

3.17  Championship Playoffs  Playoffs in each division shall be determined based on the number of teams competing in that division. Relegation/promotion in each division will be determined based on number of teams competing.  The Association reserves the right to consider historical data including the previous year's standings as criteria in placement.

3.18  Postponements/Rescheduling  If for any reason a game must be postponed, the Team Representative shall contact the Division Commissioner at least 24 hours prior to the game.  The Division Commissioner shall then inform the Referee Commissioner.  Rain-outs shall be determined by assigned referee only.  To reschedule a game the Team Representative shall inform the Division Commissioner of the date, time and location of any rescheduled game at least two days in advance of such game.  The Division Commissioner shall then inform the Referee Commissioner of the same.  Any team that has cancelled its game without following the above procedure will be held liable for the entire referee fee payable from that team's bond.  All postponed matches must be rescheduled by teams within one week.  If teams are unable to find a mutually agreed upon date, the Division Commissioner shall decide.  Make up games cannot be rescheduled after Make-Up Week.

3.19  Linesmen  Each team shall provide a club linesman unless one has been provided by the league.  Any team wishing to have linesmen assigned to a given game must first get an agreement from the opposing team that each will pay for the referee and linesman ($50.00 each team).  Both teams must contact the referee assignor at least two days prior to the game in question in order to arrange for linesmen.

Championship playoff linesmen fee shall remain $30.00 per linesman.  All  championship playoff games shall use a three-official system.

Note:  If both teams have not reached an agreement to pay for linesmen and one team is willing to pick up the entire fee of $50.00, (this is in addition to one half the referee fee), that team may request official linesmen.

3.20  Stoppage of Play  Under no circumstance may a game be broken off by one of the participating teams without the permission of the referee.  If a game is abandoned by a participating team, the score will stand as is unless the offending team is winning; in that case the score will be 0-0 and the offending team shall lose by forfeit.  The Disciplinary Board will meet to decide the penalty.   Although stoppage of play for whatever reason is a serious issue, the MCSSA recognizes there are circumstances that may permit play to be stopped.  These are as follows:

3.20.1  Weather  If at least one half of the game has been played and the game is stopped due to weather and cannot be restarted, the game score shall be reported to the Commisioner who will then decide the outcome.  If the game was interrupted in the first half and cannot be restarted, the game must be rescheduled.

3.20.2  Loss of Light If a game is stopped due to loss of light the same rules apply as in Paragraph 3.20.1.

3.21  Game Report Forms  It is incumbent upon all referees to mail within 24 hours a completed MCSSA Game Report and Discipline Report to the address of the respective Division Commissioner and Disciplinarian.  Any referee not following these guidelines will no longer be assigned games.

3.22  Games Not Played  Any game not played shall not count in league standings when determining end-of-season tournament qualification/seeding.  If a game is forfeited at the field because a team failed to show, the forfeit win shall be counted, but the score shall be set at 0-0.

3.23  Protests and Appeals  Any team wishing to protest the results of a game must first express its wishes to the referee at the time of the incident and then in writing to the Division Commissioner within 24 hours of the game ($50.00 bond fee must be included).  If the Disciplinary Committee decides in that team's favor, the bond is returned.  Teams may only appeal on procedural calls and not judgement calls.

Any team wishing to appeal the decision of the Disciplinary Committee shall submit its appeal in writing to the MCSSA President within 24 hours of notification of the results of that decision.  A $50.00 bond shall be included with the appeal.  If the Appeals Committee decides in the appealing team's favor, the bond is returned.  The decision of the Appeals Committee is final.

4.0  AMENDMENTS  

These By-Laws may be amended at any General meeting of the Membership by a simple majority vote (quorum necessary).
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
